Professional Lake Management will provide a professional aquatic program for the control of
weeds and/or algae for Georgetown Charter Township/Rushmore Lake for the 2006
season.

Our previous multiple year agreement has expired. As an incentive to sign a new multiple year
agreement there are no price increases for the 2006 season. Therefore by singing a new
multiple year agreement the cost will remain the same as in 2005 for 2006 and 2007.

The program for the 2005 season did changed from previous years, although the cost of
management did not exceed established budgets. Management consisted of biomunipulation
and augmentation of bacteria and enzymes that are essential for the natural cleansing or
cycling of water bodies. The program was performed on an experimental basis with
manufacture support. By working with the manufacture and documenting conditions in the lake,
the manufacture covered the majority of the product cost during the 2005 season. The data for
the 2005 season is still in review by PLM and the manufacture, Applied Biochemist. Preliminary
reviews indicate that techniques utilized to evaluate the treatment may not be a true
representation of the results. Visual observations during the 2005 season indicated that the
treatment had a positive improvement on overall water quality. Once our review is complete the
conclusion will be provided to the Rushmore Lake Association. The program in the future will
utilize aspects of the 2005 experimental treatment program and past treatment tools, if required.
A permit for the use of bacteria and enzymes will be obtained by Professional Lake
Management at no charge. At this time the permit for algae treatments will not be requested,
therefore saving $800.00 that may be needed for additional bacteria and/or enzymes.

Products that may be applied: Nutri Sorb (Bacteria), Aqua Prep (Enzymes), copper
sulfate, chelated products and shade.

A specific treatment protocol will be developed for the 2006 and following seasons. The
treatment dates will be provided to the Rushmore Lake Association in the spring of 2008.

Water Quality Program: Water samples will be collected to determine levels of fecal
bacteria, dissolved oxygen, alkalinity, pH, temperature, conductivity, total dissolved solids,
percent saturation of oxygen and Secchi disk readings, copper residue and bacterial counts.
The testing will take place throughout the 2006 season. An analysis report will be provided
during the fall of 2006. This monitoring program will continue every year, providing us with
possible trends in Rushmore Lake. We will incorporate this information into your lake
management plan to improve the quality of your lake.

Estimated cost of management: $10,550.00 (excluding DEQ permit fee ($800.00))
Note: Posting fees are included in the cost per treatment.

TEN PERCENT (10%) REDUCTION OF YOUR ACCOUNT based on the above program,
will be applicable by prepaying for the treatments by May 1, 2006. Cost of treatments will
then be: $9,495.00 A credit of $637.46 from the 2005 season will be applied to the initial
treatment during the 2006 season or to the prepay option. Therefore if the prepay option is
taking advantage of for the 2006 season the cost would be $8,921.86.
